BACKGROUND 
 
Culture Days was conceived and initiated in response to the growing recognition that a 
vibrant arts and cultural sector contributes directly to a healthy and stable society. 
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Culture Days is a citizen-focused Canadian initiative in the global context, responding 
directly to issues addressed by the Coalition for the Protection and Promotion of the 
Diversity of Cultural Expressions, of which Canada is a founding member.  Culture Days 
has been endorsed and supported from its early beginnings by the Canada Council for 
the Arts, Culture pour tous, and The Banff Centre, and continues to build on 
enthusiastic interest, commitment, and collaboration from a rapidly growing network of 
artists and private and public sector leaders across the country. 
 
Provinces and territories across Canada have each designated a weekend in 
September as Culture Days in their region.  Volunteer committees are working at the 
provincial and national levels to secure partners to help get the word out to the 
Canadian public. 
 
Culture Days in Peterborough and region includes September 24 to 26, 2010.  The PMA 
is an active participant.
